Lots of snow, shoveling and soggy ground.
This is the most important time to walk your fence
line and check for settling, sagging and rotting. As
the ground settles with all the water, posts and gates
can begin to lean. The earth "moves"” and can leave
gaps where the fence is supposed to meet the
ground. Winter can certainly take a toll on wooden
fences, especially near the ground. Look for soft
corners, deterioration near the ground, loose or
missing pickets and wood pieces. Fence repairs are
usually easy fixes and can mean a big difference in
protecting your pet. Locks on gates can help a lot.
Don't forget to remind your lawn service company
you have pets. Be sure to follow directions on lawn
care applications.

PREVENTION In the Neighborhood

* Don't let your dog off "leash ". Keeping your dog
close to you reduces the likelihood it will wander off
and catch the attention of thieves.

* Dogs left outdoors for long periods of time are
targets, especially if your fenced in yard is visible from
the street.

* Be Cautious with information. If strangers
approach you to admire your dog during walks, don't
answer questions about how much the dog cost or give
details about where you live.
